2010 ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

MINUTES

The Annual General Meeting of the Lord’s Taverners Australia (ACT Branch) was held at The Boat House by the Lake on 2nd September 2010.  The meeting opened at 7.00pm with Mr Rick Forster, presiding.  He welcomed members and guests and then handed over to the Chairman, Mr David Nicholls. 

Apologies were received from Angus Paltridge, Chris Hunter, Muriel Wilkinson, Ric Smith, Bill Coupland, Michael Jeffery, Mark Hainge, Peter Crowley, Howard Crozier, Philip Bennett, Philip Mulcare, Bruce Stark, Allan Scandrett, Dennis Armstrong, Gini Hole, Ken Tuckwell and Denis Sargent.
The minutes of the 2009 Annual General Meeting, held on 3 September 2009 were confirmed and there were no matters arising from those minutes.

David Nicholls in tabling the Annual Report summarised the fund-raising undertaken throughout the year and the opportunities this had provided in distribution of funds.  He made special mention of the fund raising efforts over the past year and in particular Andrew Ostroumoff’s work on the Golf Day which raised over $30,000.  Over $50,000 was raised in the year and about $39,000 had been distributed.  He mentioned two worthy causes that the Committee had planned to contribute to:  a horse for Pegasus and a specially designed bicycle for Fitability.  David spoke of our relationship with Cricket Australia both locally and through the National Taverners which had been part of discussions at the National Conference which he attended last December.  There is good liaison with the UK Taverners and an invitation has been issued to any who may be visiting Canberra as part of the Ashes tour early next year to join our functions.
In closing he advised that Rick Forster, Jenny Harper, Nigel French and Andrew Ostroumoff were all retiring from the Committee and thanked them for their contributions.

David McKean, Honorary Treasurer, tabled the Financial Statement for the 12 months ended 30 June 2010.  He remarked on the year being a good one financially.  He acknowledged Andrew Ostroumoff’s enormous contribution in arranging the Golf Day and said that the challenge for the Committee was finding suitable causes to donate to.
Mr Dennis O’Connor was thanked for his work as Honorary Auditor and re-appointed for another year.
